e Wash laundry in cold water and save
approximately $63 a year.

e Install aerators on all faucets and replace
washers on dripping spouts.

e Select the water-saving cycle on your dishwasher.
Outdoors:

e Check faucets and hose connections for
leaks. A pinhole leak in an outside faucet
can waste 170 gallons of water in 24 hours.

Hoses often use more water than necessary.
A five-eighths-inch hose carries more
than 1,000 gallons in an hour. Reduce
your garden hose size to half an inch for
watering — it’s lighter and provides about
600 gallons an hour.

Use a nozzle that can be shut off or
adjusted to fine spray. When you're
finished, shut off the water at the house
instead of at the nozzle to avoid leaks.

Ask your nursery for a list of low-
maintenance plants, such as Georgia native
and Southern climate plants that require
less water.

Check your sprinklers to be sure that they
are properly adjusted and be sure that they
water your plants and not the sidewalk.
