(1) Public disclosure shall not be required for records that are:

(2) :  Specifically required by federal statute or regulation to be kept confidential;

(3) :  Medical or veterinary records and similar files, the disclosure of which would be an invasion of personal privacy;

(4) :  Except as otherwise provided by law, records compiled for law enforcement or prosecution purposes to the extent that production of such records is reasonably likely to disclose the identity of a confidential source, disclose confidential investigative or prosecution material which would endanger the life or physical safety of any person or persons, or disclose the existence of a confidential surveillance or investigation.
(5) :  Records of law enforcement, prosecution, or regulatory agencies in any pending investigation or prosecution of criminal or unlawful activity, other than initial police arrest reports and initial incident reports; provided, however, that an investigation  or prosecution shall no longer be deemed to be pending when all direction  litigation involving such investigation and prosecution has become final or otherwise terminated; and provided, further, that this paragraph shall not apply to records in the possession of an agency that is the subject of the pending investigation or prosecution.
