ARTICLE 2 OPENING LOCATION & TIME

Names of vendors submitting proposals shall be read out loud at 11:00 A.M.,
Wednesday, March 20, 2013 at the City of Marietta Purchasing Department, First
Floor, 205 Lawrence Street, Marietta, Georgia 30060. A public opening of proposals
will not occur at the date and time indicated above. Proposals received will be
officially recorded, and this recordation will be made available to the public. All
proposals received will be turned over to the evaluation committee for opening,
review, deliberation, and recommendation.

ARTICLE 3 PRE-PROPOSAL CONFERENCE

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ARTICLE 4 DELIVERY REQUIREMENTS

Any proposals received after the stated time and date shall not be considered. The
time/date stamp clock located in the Purchasing Department shall serve as the
official authority to determine lateness of any proposal. It shall be the sole
responsibility of the proposer to have their proposal delivered to the City of
Marietta Purchasing Department for receipt on or before the above stated time and
date. If a proposal is sent by the U.S. Postal Service, the proposer shall be
responsible for its timely delivery to the Purchasing Department. Proposals delayed
by the mail shall not be opened at the public opening, and arrangements shall be
made for their return at the proposer’s request and expense.

ARTICLE 9 LEGAL NAME

Proposals shall clearly indicate the legal name, address and telephone of the
respective proposer (company, firm, partnership, individual). Proposals shall be
signed above the typed or printed name and title of the signer.

Unless otherwise specifically provided in the specifications, reference to any
equipment, material, article or patented process, by trade name, make or catalogue
number, shall be regarded as establishing a standard of quality and shall not be
construed as limiting competition. If the proposer wishes to make substitution to
the specifications, proposer shall furnish to the City the name of the manufacturer,
the model number, and other identifying data and information necessary to aid the
City in evaluating the substitution, and such substitution shall be subject to City
approval. Substitutions shall be approved only if determined by the City to be
equivalent to the specifications. A proposal containing a substitution is not accepted
until such time as it is approved by the City.

ARTICLE 21 TAXES

The City of Marietta is exempt from Federal Excise and State Sale Taxes; therefore
the proposer is prohibited from delineating a separate line item in his proposal for
any sales or service taxes.

City of Marietta, hereinafter referred to as the “City” is soliciting formal bid proposals from qualified
vendors, hereinafter referred to as “Proposer”, for an alternative fleet fuel system. The City currently
has 121 diesel/biodiesel, 256 gasoline, and 8 natural gas motorized vehicles and equipment as shown on
the attached table. The City currently has one primary fueling site and six satellite fueling sites; a fueling
facility summary is attached. The annual average fuel used by City vehicles and equipment for the last 3
years is 151,900 gallons diesel/biodiesel, 250,700 gallons gasoline, and 9,300 gallons natural gas.

The City is interested in propane and natural gas options. If facility is constructed on city property, the
facility will not be open to the general public but may be made available to other governmental agencies
under separate contract by City and/or Proposer. The Proposer is encouraged to provide availability of
grants for the implementation of the project.

Scope of Proposal

Proposer is expected to provide the following:

e Evaluate existing fleet and identify which vehicles are economically beneficial to convert to
alternative fuel based on initial cost, annual savings, and return on investment.
