Those who have Pre-Registered* will
need to pick up their numbers during that time.

Location/Time: The competition, located on Cherokee St. between Hansel & Dobbs St., begins at 10:00am.

Participation Fee: The $15 fee includes one 30-Count Box of Sargent Art Sidewalk Chalk. Fees are non-
refundable. In the case of rain, chalk may be picked up at the Art in the Park Festival information tent located
across from the Strand Theatre anytime during the festival hours. Awards will be given in each age division.

Space Assignments: Spaces (4ft square) are drawn randomly on a first-come, first-serve basis. Those who
have pre-registered will be drawn prior to open registration. Some spaces may have cracks and color or
texture variations. All space selections are final and may not be switched.

Materials: One 30-count box of Sargent Art Sidewalk Chalk will be provided for each participant.
Participants may bring brushes and water. If desired, participants may bring Dixon Ticonderoga or Prang
Freart Chalk. NO other special paints, chalks, or additives other than what is listed above may be used. ALL
supplies must be presented at check-in for inspection. Supplies are subject to random inspection throughout
competition.
