Off Leash Area Rules

Pit Bulls and Rottweilers are prohibited from this Off Leash Area.

Users of the facility do so at their own risk. No bare feet please!

There is a limit of 3 dogs per owner/handler per visit.

Dogs:

With known aggressive tendencies are not allowed in the Off Leash Area.
In heat are not allowed in the Off Leash Area.
Must be licensed and vaccinated with current tags displayed on collar.

Using the Off Leash Area must be four (4) months of age or older.

Owners/handlers:

Are responsible and liable for the actions and behavior of their dogs at all
times.

Must clean up after their dogs.

Must fill any holes their dogs dig.

Control:

Dogs must be kept on leash until inside the double-gated entry.

Dogs are not permitted to remain on leash once they are inside the Off Leash
Area.

Dogs must be under voice control and in sight of owners/handlers at all
times.

Owners/handlers must have possession of the dog leash at all times.

No food for humans or dogs (including dog treats) is allowed within the fenced area.

An adult must accompany children under 14 years of age in the Off Leash Area.

Failure to comply with any of the rules above is a violation of City Code 10-4-200.

Failure to abide by these rules can result in a fine not to exceed $500 or
imprisonment not to exceed 6 months. City Code 11-4-080
